With social
networking you have the opportunity to reach out to consumers even when they are not ready to contact
you. When you connect with people during the day, search on Facebook or Twitter and then connect with
them. They will begin to follow your feeds and get to know you better. By the time they are ready to buy,
they will feel like they know you. Once you get familiar with these social networking sites, you can begin to
blog by writing articles about the area you live in, the real estate market in your area as well as in general
and attach it to your website.
